At the centre of the home is an impressive open-plan
kitchen and dining room, perfectly designed for family
life and entertaining. Featuring a substantial central
island, granite worktops and an Everhot range cooker, the
space is both practical and elegant. The kitchen opens
into a striking vaulted sitting room with floor-to-ceiling
glazing, allowing natural light to flood the interior while
framing the surrounding landscape. A feature fireplace
with wood-burning stove creates a warm and inviting
atmosphere.

The property offers six generously sized bedrooms, all
benefiting from ensuite bath/shower facilities, providing
excellent comfort and privacy for family members and
guests alike. The flexible layout is ideally suited to
modern family living, including multi-generational
occupation.

Above the double car barn is a self-contained one-
bedroom annexe with kitchenette and shower room,
ideal for visiting guests, dependent relatives, holiday
accommodation or home working.



Outside, the gardens and grounds extend to
approximately 1.14 acres, enjoying a peaceful rural
backdrop and uninterrupted views across beautiful
Hampshire countryside. Expanses of lawn surround the
property, while a generous terrace provides an ideal
setting for outdoor entertaining and al fresco dining.

To the rear is a paddock together with two loose boxes,
offering excellent potential for equestrian or
smallholding use. The property is approached via a long
gravel driveway providing extensive parking, as well as
access to the car barn.

Hunters Place enjoys an idyllic position between the
villages of Bighton and Medstead, surrounded by rolling
Hampshire countryside. Medstead offers a range of local
amenities including a village shop, primary school,
church, public house and active community groups, while
nearby Bighton has its own village community, public
house and recreation facilities.

The nearby market towns of Alton and Alresford,
together with the Cathedral City of Winchester, provide
an excellent selection of shops, restaurants and leisure
facilities. Mainline railway services to London Waterloo
are available from both Alton and Winchester.
